The first phase of testing for the position of probationary 
patrolman consists of a written examination being given on June 10, 2009 at 6:00 pm. The test 
will be administered at the Monmouth County Police Academy, 2000 Kozloski Road, Freehold, 
NJ, 07728. 
 
      If you are interested in testing for this position, you must pre-register by going to the 
Monmouth County Police Academy, in person, on May 26, 27, 28, 29 or June 1 or 2, 2009, 
between the hours of 4:00 pm and 8:00 pm. Prior to going to the academy, you must visit their 
website at www.monmouthcountypoliceacademy.com  and print out a registration form. 
Complete this form and bring it with you to the Police Academy. Upon registration, you will be 
required to purchase a study guide which costs $60.00. Only cash or money orders will be 
accepted. Any questions concerning the written test should be directed to the Police Academy, 
not the Wall Township Police Department. 
 
      Those individuals passing the written test will be invited to take a physical agility 
examination administered by the Wall Township Police Department. The date of the physical 
examination will be announced after the completion of the written test.
